Tournament Rules
· Team members may select any order of play.

· Play for Men is from the Blue Tees.
· Play for Ladies is from the Red Tees.
· After the best shot is selected, all other balls may be placed within one club length of where the selected ball lies, no closer to the hole.

· If a ball selected to play lies in the rough or a hazard, team members must place and play the ball out of the rough or hazard.

· All balls on the putting surface must be marked and played from the spot of the selected ball.

· The score of the first ball holed counts...even if by mistake.  That ends the stroke play for the hole.

· The “team score” is recorded on the card at the end of the hole.

· Low score ties will be settled by individual hole scores, starting with the #1 handicap hole.

· Repair all ball marks.
· Shirts must have collars. 

· No denim is allowed to be worn out on the course.
· No Hard Spikes are allowed
